     While in Bethany in the house of Simon the 

leper, as Jesus reclined, a woman came with 
an alabaster vial of pure, costly ointment of 
spikenard. And she broke the vial and poured it 
on His head. And some were indignant and 
said to themselves, ñWhy was this 
waste of the ointment made? For it 
might have been sold for more 
than three hundred denarii, and be 
given to the poor.ò And they were 
incensed with her. And Jesus said, 
ñLet her alone! Why do you trouble 
her? She has done a good work 
towards Me. For you have the poor 
with you always, and whenever 
you desire you may do them good. 
But you do not have Me always. She has done 
what she could. She has come beforehand to 
anoint My body for the burying. Truly I say to 
you, wherever this gospel shall be proclaimed 
in all the world, this also that she has done will 
be spoken of for a memorial of her.ò     
(Mark 14:3-9 MKJV) 
 
What constitutes ñwasteò? 

     One personôs extravagance could be 

looked upon as wastefulness.  Another may 
view the same act as generosity.  Selah. 
[Pause and think about that.] The difference of 
opinion lies within the motivations of the heart.  
We are instructed in Scripture to NOT pass 
censuring judgments upon the actions of other 
believers.  

     What right do you have to criticize someone 

else's servants? Only their Lord can decide if 
they are doing right, and the Lord will make 
sure that they do right. Some of the Lord's fol-
lowers think one day is more important than 
another. Others think all days are the same. 
But each of you should make up your own 

mind. Any followers who count one day more impor-
tant than another day do it to honor their Lord. And 
any followers who eat meat give thanks to God, just 
like the ones who don't eat meat. Whether we live or 
die, it must be for God, rather than for ourselves.                
               (Romans 14:4-7 CEV) 

     This woman who is memorialized in this story is an 

example of someone who extravagantly lavished her 
gratitude upon the Lord for what He had done for her, 
and yet was misunderstood and judged harshly for her 
generous act of worship.  The precious contents of the 
alabaster box, costing 300 denarii [A denarii was a 
dayôs wages for the average worker] would be the 
equivalent today of a bottle of expensive perfume sell-
ing for over $20,000 per bottle.  Her detractors were 
incensed by the apparent ñwasteò of her actions; yet 
blinded by the fact that her anointing of the Lord was 
being directed by the Holy Spirit, ñwho pours out the 

love of God in our heartsò (Romans 5:5 
KJV) for the soon approaching death, bur-
ial, and resurrection of Jesus the Christ.  

     This prophetic act of anointed worship 

(because those going to the tomb on the 
morning of the resurrection couldnôt anoint 
Jesusô body because He was already 
Risen!) holds some secrets for believers 
today who are learning to release extrava-
gant prophetic worship as we minister TO 
the Lord. 

 

¶ Is the worship I offer the Lord pleasing to Him or 
me?   

¶ Am I overcoming the habit of ñgiving as little as 
poss ib le ,  ye t  exp ec t in g  as  m uch                                                     
as possible?ò 

¶ Am I keeping the alabaster box of my love sealed 
up, until my friends are gone or do I fill their lives 
with sweetness . . . NOW? 

¶ Do I speak approving, cheering words into the 
ears of others NOW, while their hearts can be 
thrilled and made happier by them or will I miss 
those prophetic moments and speak those kind 
things after they are gone? 

 

     Those flowers you meant to send, emails you in-

tended to write, phone calls you wished you would 
have made, prayers burdens you carry . . . . Open 
those alabaster boxes NOW and sweeten the lives of 
those you love. 

     But I thank God, who always leads us in victory 

because of Christ. Wherever we go, God uses us to 
make clear what it means to know Christ. It's like a 
fragrance that fills the air.       (2Corinthians 2:14 GW) 
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     In the Psalms, David 

talked about remembering 

what God has done for us.  

We are not to look back at 

things that we regret and let 

them have a hold on us, nor 

are we to allow good things 

to have a hold on us.  Both 

good and bad memories can 

hold us to the point where 

we donõt move forward into 

what God has for us today.  

As we examine  the events 

of the past year, it is possi-

ble to see how God has been 

there leading all of us 

through the year in many 

ways.  There have been 

trials, sufferings, rejoicings, 

and victories.  There are 

times when what we see in 

the natural appears to be 

defeat  - when in the spirit, it 

is actually a victory that we 

are not able to understand.  

It is important to remember 

that no matter what occurs, 

we need to keep our eyes on 

the Lord and not on the 

circumstances.  God is never 

taken by surprise. 

     The Bible is very clear, in 

that, when one suffers, we 

all suffer; when one rejoices, 

all rejoice.  Many across the 

Body of Christ are suffering 

in one way or another.  The 

Lord consistently speaks to 

us about His love for us and 

His acceptance of us.  He 

wants us to know who we 

are in Him and who He is in 

us; thus, He gives us our 

identity.  We live in a fallen 

world where miracles, heal-

ings, signs and wonders are 

needed.   God wants to bring 

healing, and it is so much 

more than just physical heal-

ing. . . it entails our entire 

being.  When we donõt see 

an immediate healing,  it 

may be confusing, causing 

discouragement; we can 

choose to become bitter or 

better.  As we embark on the 

days ahead in prayer for 

those who need healing, it is 

essential to remember that 

Godõs plan is perfect and His 

timing is absolutely accu-

rate.  

     It is okay to ask God 

questions, to feel emotional.  

Just open the door for God 

to help you process these 

issues.  The natural õmanõ 

wants to have intellectual 

formulas 

in order 

to ôfixõ things; however, God 

wants us to trust Him.  If we 

become angry with the Lord 

when issues donõt progress 

as we think they should, ask 

yourself, ôWhy am I angryõ.  

When this occurs, do you 

believe that you have a faulty 

belief system?  God is perfect 

and doesnõt do anything 

wrong, but our perceptions in 

that case are wrong.  What-

ever the cause, allow God to 

deliver you from that thinking 

and keep your line of commu-

nication with Him open.  

When praying for others, 

begin by praying  that the 

Holy Spirit lead you in your 

prayers.  Donõt just pray out 

of emotions but dig deeper in 

the Spirit for faith from God.   

    Above all, remember that 

none of us are in any battle 

alone.  Rejoice, for the battle 

is the Lordõs, the victory is 

ours, and  the glory is His.

Canned Goods: 

Beans, vegetables, spaghetti 

sauce, potatoes, olives, 

tuna, chicken, spam, broth 

(beef and chicken), soups 

and stews, chili, chili mac, 3 

bean salad, hash, tomato 

sauce,  tomatoes, fruit, re-

fried beans, catsup, mus-

tard, mayonnaise, peanut 

butter, jams, juices, mush-

rooms, etc. 

Meal Mixes: 

Hamburger helper, tuna 

helper, flavored rice mixes, 

macaroni and cheese, etc. 

Staples: 

Flour, sugar, baking powder, 

powdered milk, coffee,  

pasta, rice, dried beans, 

soup mixes, barley, pancake 

mix, bread mixes, dry cereal, 

hot cereal, crackers, Jell-o, 

drink mixes, tea, cake mixes, 

brownie mixes, pudding 

mixes, etc. 

Frozen Foods: 

Meats, Vegetables, Fruit, etc 

Perishables: 

Fresh milk, eggs, butter, 

fresh produce (veggies and 

fruits),  cheeses, etc. 

Non-food items: 

Toilet tissue, paper towels, 

household cleaning prod-

ucts,  dish soap, hand soap, 

garbage bags, laundry soap, 

toothpaste, shampoo and 

conditioner, deodorant, 

bleach, feminine hygiene 

products, etc.  

 

     If you have a need, do not 

hesitate to take advantage 

of this resource,  Participa-

tion in the program will be kept  

absolutely confidential.  

     Contact either myself or 

Callie.  Information needed will 

be the name(s) and contact 

information for the family re-

quiring groceries.  We will then 

prepare a box for that family 

and make certain that they 

receive it.
